Questions that Ofsted have asked in schools
(not all will necessarily be asked of governors)

1. Tell me about your curriculum, its intent, and how it's built.
2. Can you tell me about the implementation how is it
taught? Do you have a similar approach as a department?
3. How is your curriculum sequenced?
4. What do you do to ensure students remember and LEARN
5. as time goes on?
6. Where do you expect students to 'be' in terms of their
learning at the end of a year? What should they be achieving?
7. Is there a minimum expectation?
8. Tell me about your teachers what would you expect to
see in English lessons?
9. How have you addressed learning gaps/covid gaps? With
Year 11, for example, how have you supported their progress?
10. What part does reading play in English, and in school? Do
you teach phonics?
11. What Safeguarding training have you had recently, and how
often? Have you read the new guidance?
12. How do you support SEND children in English?
13. What does enrichment look like in English?
14. What training have you staff had?
15. How does SLT support teacher workload?
